The Relationship between JSC Mutual Aid Disaster Insurance and Other Medical Fees Subsidies
JSC will make a payment for medical expenses required for medical care or rehabilitation due to an accident or for an injury that occurred at school. Normally, the amount of that payment is equal to the sum of the copayment (out-of-pocket payment) for medical services covered by health insurance (30% of the total cost of medical treatment) and an additional portion (10% of the total cost of medical treatment). However, if you are using a medical fees subsidy (e.g. Children’s Medical Fees Subsidy (Kodomo Iryōhi Josei Seido), Single Parent Household Medical Fees Subsidy (Boshi Katei-nado Iryōhi Josei Seido), Disabled Persons Medical Fees Subsidy (Shōgaisha Iryōhi Josei Seido), etc.), then the copayment is covered by the medical fees subsidy, and therefore JSC will only pay you the additional portion (10% of the total cost of medical treatment). In other words, even if you use a medical fees subsidy and you have no copayment, JSC will pay you 10% of the total cost of medical treatment.
<Features of the Mutual Aid Disaster Insurance>
· You can receive benefit payments for up to 10 years from the first hospital visit even after graduation from junior high school as long as within the period of eligibility.

· If your child becomes ineligible for a medical fees subsidy due to his or her age, then you will have to make a copayment (30% of the total cost of medical treatment), and the payment from JSC will change to 40%.
· Benefits are not paid for expenses which are not covered by national health insurance such as ”Fee for Treatment of Patients’ Choice”
